RESUMÉ

Dr. Sven E O Hort is Professor in Sociology at the recently established Södertörn University College, Sweden, where Sociology was first taught in 1998. Södertörn University College is a  member of Baltic University Programme of Uppsala University.  At Södertörn, since January 2000 he is also the Director of a multidisciplinary research program focusing on urban development, social exclusion and welfare policy. Furthermore, for more than two years he has been a member of the governing board of its Baltic and East European Graduate School (Beegs), where he at present is the supervisor of seven graduate students focusing on urban social development in the Baltic Sea Region. Moreover, during 2003 he was acting Vice President of the entire university college. External commitments include the advisory scientific committee of the City of Stockholm Integration Board (member since 2000) and the Research Council of the Swedish Association of Local Authorities (member since June 1999).

His main research topics are urban development – social exclusion and integration - and social policy as well as the macro-historical development of the welfare state. He is involved in several cross-national research projects in Europe, North America and South-East Asia. Dr. Hort's professional and academic experience also includes research and publishing on social theory, industrial relations, political sociology, the sociology of knowledge, as well as the sociology of sports and leisure. On several occasions he has been the public discussant (“opponent”) of doctoral dissertations in six academic disciplines – comparative politics, economic history, history, public administration, sociology and social work – at various Scandinavian universities.

Dr Hort is - under his previous name Sven E Olsson - the author of Social Policy and Welfare State in Sweden (in English; 3rd edition scheduled for publication in year 2004; 2nd ed. 1993, 1st ed. 1990) but has also contributed to various scholarly books and journals as well as to non-academic publications. Other books in English by Dr. Hort are Scandinavia in a New Europe (Scandinavian University Press, Oslo 1993; second imprint 1994) co-edited with Thomas P Boje, and Social Security in Sweden and Other European Countries - Three Essays (Liber, Stockholm 1993) jointly written with two colleagues. His most recent publications have appeared in professional journals and edited volumes in 2004, among others an article - with Stein Kuhnle - on emerging “developmental” welfare states in East and South East Asia published by UNRISD.

During 1996-99 Dr Hort was also part-time the Nordic Guest Professor at the Institute for Comparative Politics, Bergen University, Norway, under the auspices of the Nordic Academy for Advanced Research. Between 1997-98 Dr Hort was the Director of the new Center for Welfare Research at the University College of the Valley of Lake Mälaren, Eskilstuna, Sweden, where he also contributed to establishing Sociology as an academic discipline. There, he was in charge of several projects on regional, urban and local welfare development. In 1997 he was also a secretary of a Swedish State Commission on the integration of Central and East European countries with the European Union specializing on social and labour market policies (cf. SOU 1997:153, in Swedish). 

During 1993-96 Dr Hort was an Associate Professor at the Department of Sociology, Stockholm University, where he during the spring semester of 1994 was its Director of Graduate Studies. Before that, for thirteen months he was an Assistant Professor in Sociology at the University of Gothenburg, Sweden. During 1991, he was a special adviser on social affairs at the Swedish Ministry of Finance, Stockholm, and affiliated with its Medium Term Survey, for which he wrote Segregation - a Swedish Dilemma? (in Swedish). Between 1975 and 1990 he was a Research Associate at the Swedish Institute for Social Research, Stockholm University, where he in 1984 became Project Director and was in charge of several projects on social policy and social security. 

During academic year 1994-95, Dr Hort was a Senior Fulbright Visiting Research Fellow at the School of Social Welfare at the University of California, Berkeley, where he also was affiliated with its Centre for Western European Studies. At UC he conducted research on global developments in social welfare, in particular in East and South East Asia. He has also been a visiting fellow at several Asian and European universities (Tunghai, Taichung, and Thammasat, Bangkok, as well as Edinburgh, EUI/Florence, UFSIA/Antwerp, and KU Leuven). During academic year 1987-88 he was a Fulbright Visiting Scholar-in-Residence in Washington DC at a women's college, Mount Vernon, where he taught courses on comparative public policy. Simultaneously, he conducted research on American social welfare reform at the Government Studies Program at Brookings Institution. He has lectured on several North American campuses including Berkeley, Georgetown, Princeton and the Universities of Pennsylvania, Texas, Missouri, Louisiana, New Mexico, Tennessee and Washington. At Stockholm University, he taught social welfare policy at the School of Social Work in the first half of the 1980s, and was for more than a decade in charge of the Seminar "Social Welfare in Scandinavia" at its multidisciplinary International Graduate School. At the latter, he was the supervisor of several students focusing on welfare policy in East and South East Asia, as well as tutoring an MA-thesis on comparative sami policy (”indigenous studies”, “ethnicity and nation-building”).

Dr. Hort contributes to general and professional publications, and lectures before various audiences on public policy and social issues. In the late 1970s and early 1980s, he was at times a journalist at the main Swedish daily, Dagens Nyheter (cultural staff writer and acting "op-ed-page" editor), and at present he is the editor of the Swedish biannual Archives for the Study of the History of the Labour Movement. Between 1985-87 he served as president of the Scandinavian Sociological Association and was during 1991-94 book review editor of its English-language journal Acta Sociologica. During 1993-95, he acted as vice chairman of the Swedish Photo Copying Fund, a subsidiary of the National Writer's Association. He has frequently been a consultant to various Swedish government as well as non-government agencies, but also to international organizations (UNRISD, OECD, UNICEF, World Bank etc.). He has been on the editorial board of several international academic journals and adviser to foreign social welfare government agencies. Furthermore, he has been a social science manuscript reviewer for Oxford University Press as well as for various Scandinavian publishing houses.
