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Use topic outlines.

4 Find text within topics. 
Click Find and enter the text for which you want to search. 
Select Find synonyms if you want to �nd both exact 
matches and synonyms, or select Find exact match if you 
want to �nd only exact matches. Click Find to highlight all 
occurrences of the text. To clear highlighted text, click Clear.
